Life has brought us some 

cool and interesting changes since our last 

newsletter. We have been busy with different 

plans and projects that I will describe in this 

newsletter.

Family life has changed in that we've 

had to take our children out of Private school, 

the transition for the boys has been an easy one 

but for us as parents it was not at all easy at 

least during the beginning. The reason was that 

we had to be in line for about 2 hrs every day 

for around 8 days (to be honest it was Lula 

who was inline most of the time), because the 

schoolôs principal would not see us. So along 

with about 30 other parents, Lula stood in line 

to be able to have a chance to speak to the 

principal. It's hard to get into a public school 

because itôs free. We also wanted the boys to 

study in this school because it's one of the best 

public schools in town and because of the high 

demand the school has two shifts, one form 8 

am - 1 pm and the second 1:30 pm - 6:30 pm. 

We wanted the boys to be in the morning shift 

so we could spend more time with them in the 

evenings. After 

all those days 

passed and 

with no defi-

nite answer, I 

decided to go 

and talk with 

the principal. I 

waited outside 

the school for 

them to let me 

speak to her, 3:30 hrs passed before they fi-

nally allowed me to speak to her. We had a 

small heated discussion and afterwards the 

principal allowed my kids into school the next 

morning.  The boys are happy to be in their 

new school but they are having a hard time 

making new friends. Some of the boys have 

issues in their families and so it's hard for them 

to get along with 40 some other kids in their 

classroom. Jonathon is having a hard time 

staying still and working hard in school, please 

pray for him as he adapts to the new school. 

David says itôs a piece of cake but he needs to 

be a little bit neater with his work.  

 

Being at this new school has also 

opened new doors for us to see old friends 

with their kids and be able to witness to them, 

which is a great opportunity for us. 
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
